STEP 3: Is the reading order correct?
• Select Advanced>Accessibility>Add Tags to Document • Then, select Advanced>Accessibility>Touch Up Reading Order • The "reading order" of the PDF is 
displayed. This shows you what content will be displayed first in a search result. If this is not fixed, sometimes even the legal line can get picked up to display in 
a search result.  • You can use the same ‘Touch Up Reading Order’ tool to change the reader order. • Reading order can be fixed as below – Headline followed by 
Body copy followed by Why buy section followed by Who buys section.

STEP 5: Pdf size and version
